EMPEDOCLES’ HENOLOGY

In order to articulate an unexpressed fundamental sentence of Empedocles’
henology, an interpretation of the first part of fragment 17 of his poem On Nature
is undertaken in this article. From verses 7 and 2 the expressions “into the one”
(glcév) and “from the one” (€££vog) are abstracted and joined into an enigmatic
quotation “into the one from the one”. By bringing in only one word, this
quotation is articulated into the expression “into the one and from the one”, which
is, by bringing in the expression “from the many” (which is abstracted from verse
1 and the expression “into the many” (which is implied in verse 2), articulated
into the expression “into the one from the many and from the one into the many””.

By bringing in a few more words and by differentiating the many into
the Many (four roots) and the multitude (e.g. animals), the initial quotation is
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finally articulated into the sentence: being is fullness growing-together-in by
Love (1) from the Many into the multitude and (2) from the multitude into the
one (into the Sphairos), and growing-out by Hatred (3) from the one into the
multitude and (4) from the multitude into the Many.

On the path of articulating this cyclical path into the one from the one,
confrontation with Aristotle’s interpretation of the effects of Empedoclean
efficient causes is unavoidable. Having carelessly read out the first part of
fragment 17, especially the abovementioned verses, as well as verses 4, 17
and 18, Aristotle in his brief review of Empedocles’ actiology in Chapter 4 of
Book A of Metaphysics erroneously took those effects as contradictory ones.

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FROM CAUSATION AS INFLUENCE TO CAUSAL
PLURALISM

After abandoning his earlier counterfactual theory of causation,
because of the problems it faces in so-called late preemption cases, David
Lewis (Lewis, 2000) offered a new theory that characterized causal relation
in terms of influence. In this paper I argue that, although the influence theory
of causation delivers right answers in most of the common cases of late
preemption, it still does not give a satisfactory solution to this old problem.
I support that claim by proposing a Frankfurt-style counterexample to the
theory. Furthermore, I proceed with an analysis of the problem that generates
this type of counterexamples, by pointing out that there are variations of the
causal relation (namely: all the cases of redundant causation) that cannot
be captured by the counterfactual theories of causation, or any other theory
that is based upon some kind of dependence relation. Instead, I claim that
in order to deal with these problematic cases we need to amend our theory
(in a disjunctive manner) with an additional notion of causation which is
characterized in terms of physical process (or transfer of some sort). The
whole paper, thus, can be seen as an argument in favor of causal pluralism.

EXPERIMENTAL PHILOSOPHY AND CONTINUITY
OF PHILOSOPHICAL THOUGHT

Abstract:Experimental philosophy as a new type of philosophical
engagement is, unlike the original analytical philosophy of the Vienna
Circle, really open to the application of scientific methods in philosophical
practice. In this paper, we are dealing with experimental philosophy and its
possibilities as a cognitive science, as defined by Joshua Knobe. What is the
subject of the experiments? How to interpret the obtained results? Can these
results be incorporated into the historical flow of philosophical thought? We
will see that the term “cognitive” has a scientific meaning which is defined
through experimental practice. The new discipline rejects conceptual analysis
as an appropriate method, and has a different understanding of the use of
hypotheses and theories. Although experimentalists reject the key method of
traditional philosophy, experimental philosophy has its place in the history of
philosophy, as long as the history of philosophy is understood as a history of
critical thought.

POSITION OF PHILOSOPHYAND TECHNOLOGY IN
MARKUSE’S WORK

Summary: Almost all members of the Frankfurt School, including
Marcuse, accepted Kant’s theoretical and practical reason, the categorical
imperative and critique of ideology. They also agreed with Marx’s critique
of political ideology and considered it to be very important for any social
theory. Marcuse was concerned about the reductionist and functionalist views
of society and the “one-dimensional” approach to philosophy that ignored the
normative and critical aspects. He made a return to the concept of universals.
Marcuse’s points of view, in particular those saying that technology is used
as a release from the position of dependence and the acquisition of freedom
of an individual, social group or institutions, leads to the fact that his critics
were wrong when attributing him with reconciliation with the fate of “one-
dimensionality”. The ultimate goal of “aesthetized science” will be “society
as an artwork”. The author of this paper wants to re-examine Markuse’s
understanding of philosophy and technology and to point out the importance
which it carries in contemporary society.

The philosophy
of science examines and evaluates the assumptions, methods and scope of
scientific knowledge and therefore offers a comprehensive and thorough
internalist approach. The rational reconstruction of the process of development
of scientific knowledge involves the identification of factors that are inherent
to science itself. Psychological, social, historical or economic factors can
all influence the methods and procedures of scientific research but these
determinants do not affect the content of scientific theories.

Abstract: In her text Olympic Sport and its Lesson for Peace, Reid
provides an interpretivist account of elite sport in the Olympic Games. Reid’s
interpretivist account considers elite Olympic sport as an instrument of peace.
Reid believes that Olympic sport gives us a guide that is supposed to teach
us something about peace, and these guides are: A) truce; B) equality and C)
solidarity. In the context of is-ought methodology (realism vs idealism), it will
be stated that Reid is too engrossed in the ought part that she disregards the
is, and as such provides us with an overly optimistic account of elite Olympic
sport. In addition to that, these values and lessons provide a foundation for
cosmopolitan and pluralist accounts. However, the teams that compete in
the Games are composed of athletes from their respective nation-states. In
accordance with the definition of the state as an imagined community in
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which everyone feels connected to others via a certain imagined communion,
the Olympic Games may only strengthen those feelings, hence undermining
the proposed ideals of equality and solidarity. Olympism may teach peace,
but it also strengthens national identity.

Abstract: After Kant’s transcendental philosophy and Carnap’s
logical empiricism, Tugendhat made another attempt towards solving the
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problems that had accumulated in ontological traditional metaphysics. It is
the project of the constitution of formal semantics as a linguistic-activity
analysis of the meaning of linguistic expressions. Tugendhat maintains
that any structural thematizing linguistics (phonetic, syntactic, semantic)
can be defined as formal. Formal semantics approaches its area of research
through formalization, which shows the tabs so as to replace the symbols
in content terms, provided that they stand for any expression of a semantic
class in order to be able to present the semantic form in terms of a complex
expression. Therefore, it is the formalized semantic form of linguistic
expressions by which the formalization of the subject finds its semantic
meaning in the formalization below that is referred to as the semantic way
of viewing the meaning of linguistic expressions. Understanding the term
semantic form (reflection of understanding) is required to formalize meanings.

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TRUTH ON THE CROSS OF THE SYSTEM:
RETHINKING THE RELATION BETWEEN MUSICAL
AND MORAL EDUCATION IN PLATO

Summary: In this paper, the author pretends to examine the
(interdependent) relationship of musical and moral education within Plato’s
Republic. In the first part, a conceptual and contextual framework will be
set up, which, by explaining the idea of xaAokoyabio, should provide
basic “coordinate points” in the (metaphysical) understanding of the ideas
and concepts of value in Hellas of the fifth and fourth centuries BC. In the
second part, the author will begin to explain the metaphysical and axiological
assumptions of Plato’s idea of education, concluding with Plato’s involuntary
removal from the ideal of kaAokayaBic. As it proves to be the case, certain
parts of Plato’s opus convincingly point to an intimate dichotomy and a deep
incongruence between the systematic and intuitive-fragmentary thoughts of
the author. The last part will examine the possibility of a somewhat different
reading of Republic, through the introduction of a Schiller-like definition of
trans-artistic (i.e. trans-musical in the sense of Platonism) and trans-moral
instance.

Abstract: This paper will deal with the possibility of applying the
conception of permanent revolution (as Leon Trotsky understands it) to the
option of the contemporary European Left. In order to do that, we will start by
presenting the basic tenets of Trotskyian conception of permanent revolution
(the demand for overthrowing capitalism; internationalism; the idea that the
establishment of the workers’ state does not end the revolutionary process,
but rather opens it - the revolution continues through political struggle in
the cultural sphere). We will then proceed with the position of the European
Left, especially in the countries where leftist parties came to power during the
debt crisis. Finally, the rise of leftist politicians in England and the USA will
provide us with guidelines to sketch a potential way of implementation of the
ideas of permanent revolution.

ONE HUNDRED YEARS THAT SHOOK THE WORLD:
COMMEMORATING 1917

While admitting that the “desire to commemorate [is] the prime
historical phenomenon of our time,” historian and psychologist Eelco Runia
points out that, while apparently ubiquitous, commemoration is in fact “never
taken as seriously as it should be.” The position of the historian becomes
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particularly neurotic in this regard, since although “the discipline of history
is pervaded with the desire to commemorate,” the actual historian is “held
back by the fear that somehow it is a bit improper to give in to that wish.”
Some further dualities and neurotic inhibitions are obtained with respect to
commemorating the revolutionary year 1917 in Russia. For instance, not only
is the revolution, generally speaking, observed under two widely different
angles, but the very date 1917 already refers to two revolutionary events,
the first of which is for certain reasons brushed aside. The paper will try to
contextualise the Soviet and post-Soviet commemorative practices pertaining
to the February and October Revolution, focusing in particular on their
centennial.

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TWO DEFINITIONS OF CAPITALISM IN CAPITAL

The year 2017 marks the anniversary of the October Revolution, but
also of a book that was largely the theoretical basis for this revolution —-Marx’s
Capital, whose first volume came out in September 1867. The presentation
deals with the definition of the subject of research in Capital: capitalism.
We believe that Marx gave two definitions of his subject: one is articulated
in the first volume, the second in the third. By the first definition, capitalism
is a system of strict division of labor between those who have ownership
over the means of production and those who have ownership over their
own workforce. By the second definition, capitalism is a system of infinite
accumulation of capital. The first definition is given in chapters concerning
the transition from feudalism to capitalism; another definition is given in the
chapters dealing with the rates of profit and what Marx denotes as the law of a
tendency of the rate of profit to fall. The first definition concerns the historical
beginnings of capitalism, the second its potential end. What did these two
definitions mean in the time of the October Revolution and what do they
mean today, 150 years after the publication of Capital?

“A TRUE RED FASCIST“: MAKAVEJEV’S LENIN AS A
PERFECTIONIST FIGURE

In historical literature, we can recognize two established interpretations
of Lenin’s Bolshevik revolution and what followed it— Stalin’s gulags and state
repression. According to one interpretation, there is a clear continuity between
Lenin and Stalin, which can be traced back to Lenin’s famous tract What is to
be done? and which logically leads to the horrors of Stalinism. These authors
see Lenin’s stress on the key role of the professional revolutionary elite as
preparation for Stalin’s dictatorship. The other established interpretation
insists on a deep difference between Lenin and Stalin. According to the authors
who support it, Lenin was a democratic socialist, and What is to be done?
has been misinterpreted by the authors who support the continuity thesis. In
this article, I will examine the third interpretation of Lenin’s role, which is
to be found not in historical literature, but in Dusan Makavejev’s film W.R.
Moysteries of Organism and philosophical takes on this film by philosophers
Boris Buden and Stanley Cavell. As I intend to show, Makavejev’s Lenin is
best understood with reference to Cavell’s concept of perfectionism.

THE SOVIET RUSSIA AND THE COMINTERN
AGAINST THE “VERSAILLES ORDER” ON THE
BALKANS AFTER THE FIRST WORLD WAR

Summary: After the October Revolution (1917), Russia came out of
World War 1. Led by the Bolshevik government, Russia was propagating
a new ideology which criticized the basic values of the political order of
Western Europe (their former allies). Moreover, the Bolshevik ideology
wanted to destroy the western order through revolutionary means. This way,
Russia became the “’renegade-state™ after the First World War. The western
powers were unsuccessful in the attempt to break the revolution, and to put
Russia in international isolation. That way Russia became one of the most
powerful revisionist states, which saw an opportunity for its own existence
and geopolitical emancipation in the breakdown of the so-called “Versailles
Order”, in which the Balkans were one of the “weakest links.” This paper
discusses the methods by which the Bolshevik Russia wanted to destroy the
“’new order” on the Balkans.

THE SOCIOLOGIST AND REVOLUTION

The subject of the paper is the influence of the October Revolution on
the development of sociology. The biographical approach will be applied:
through the intellectual biography of the Russian-American sociologist
Pitirim Aleksandrovich Sorokin, the influence of the revolutionary break
on Sorokin's professional career and scientific theory, as well as on the
development of national sociology in Russia and Russian sociologists in
emigration, will be demonstrated. In the first part of the paper, the scientific
work and political engagement of Sorokin in Russia until the Revolution will
be presented, and followed by an analysis of a short period of institutional
development of sociology in the Soviet Union until 1922. In the second part
of the paper, Sorokin’s scientific work and professional career in the United
States will be analyzed, after which the author will present the status of
Sorokin’s theory in contemporary sociology and the “discovery” of his work
in contemporary Russian sociology.

The creation of a literary work at a certain historical moment is
permeated not only with the motives for its creation, but also the social
circumstances in which it was created. On the other hand, the reading of
this work at present time is enriched, and often loaded with the readers’ new
insights, contemporary social circumstances, private readers’ histories, and
general historical events that occurred from the creation of the work to the
moment of its reading.

This paper uses critical discourse analysis in an attempt to interpret
letters written by Jelena Lozanic Frothingham while she participated in
Charity Mission for Serbia in America and Canada during the First World
War. Through her letters, compiled into a book, we can experience the
war from the perspective of a woman who, in many respects, was unusual
for the time, as well as her interpretation of social, cultural and economic
circumstances of a historical moment in time.

THE ORTHODOX MILITARY CLERGY IN THE
POLISH ARMY IN 1919/1949. HISTORIOGRAPHY AND
ARCHIVAL SOURCES

In this paper I will talk about the history of the creation and activity
of the Orthodox military clergy in the Polish army. A characteristic feature
of Poland in the period 1918 - 1945 was a multinational and multi-religious
population. The second largest (after the Catholics) religious group were
the Orthodox. The number of Orthodox Christians was 3.8 to 4 million.
The soldiers of the Orthodox faith constituted 12% of the personnel in the
armed forces of Poland. There was military clergy (chaplains) in the Polish
army led by a priest in the rank of a colonel. With the outbreak of the Second
World War more than 100.000 Orthodox Christians were called up by the
Polish army. The military chaplains took the spiritual care of the soldiers. The
Polish armed forces took part in military operations in the western front. The
Polish army in the west was the only army of the anti-Hitler coalition, which
included an Orthodox military bishop in the rank of brigadier general.

The history of the military clergy has not been studied in the historical
science for a long time. The first scientific works on this topic have appeared
only recently. The archival database with the information concerning the
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paper is composed of various documents and materials that are in the military,
civil and ecclesiastical archives in Poland and abroad.

CONTEMPORARY SERBIAN/YUGOSLAV
HISTORIOGRAPHY ON GERMANY

Abstract: During the last two centuries Germany has been an important
partner to both Serbian and Yugoslav states. It has served as a source of expertise,
new technologies, and a place of education for Serbian and Yugoslav elite.
Alongside that, Germany has been one of the key trading partners and credit
providers for Serbia. On the other hand, two world wars have cast a significant
shadow over the bilateral relations, and during both Yugoslav crises Germany
supported its disintegration. Understanding the nature of past relations serves as
a contribution towards preventing further misunderstandings. Getting to know
the ‘other’ is a necessary precondition for mutual cooperation. Therefore, the
aim of this paper is to provide an overview of the state of research on Germany
as well as on German-Yugoslav/Serbian relations in contemporary Serbian/

THE RELATION BETWEEN RELIGION AND FASCISM
IN CONTEMPORARY HISTORIOGRAPHY

Abstract: In spite of its anticlerical beginnings in Italy during 1919,
fascism soon recognized the importance of religion in the lives of the Italians,
and aimed to reconcile its emerging ideology with Christian values. All over
Europe different fascist movements harbored different relations with churches
and religion, ranging from the mostly secular ideology of Oswald Mosley and
the British Union of Fascists to radical examples of a symbiosis between
religion and a fascist movement as in the cases of the Ustasha movement
in Croatia, and the Legion of the Archangel Michael in Romania. Since
its inception, the relation between fascism and religion was interpreted in
different ways. The key debate revolved around the question whether fascism
should be observed as a political religion, a new and fundamentally modern
phenomenon, which occurs when a political movement sacralizes a certain
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secular entity (nation, race or state), or as an extreme form of politization of
traditional religion. This paper aims to present this debate in contemporary
historiography, focusing on the theories of political religion, politization of
religion and clerical fascism.

There are so many phases in the development of the science of
history. Modifications in the methodological approach and in working with
historical sources have created a new body of knowledge and enabled the
discovery of various aspects of human life and human activities in the past.
Historical sources are very important but a historian had become the central
and the most important subject of knowledge. Thanks to the cooperation of
the historical science with other social sciences, it was possible to perceive
not just the political but also social, cultural and economic history. A new
methodological approach and more ‘freedom’given to historians in their
work and interpretation of historical sources made possible for them to
research very different segments of human society. A historian has become
more important in the historical science and that is why the history of
historiography has become a separate discipline in the 20" century. The lives
of the most famous historians and their scientific work has become the main
subject of research, scientific debates and critical works.

THE SIMILARITIES AND DIFFERENCES OF THE
VISIT
OF BRITISH LABOURISTS TO YUGOSLAVIA IN 1950

After the Yugoslav-Soviet conflict, the Yugoslav leadership faced a
difficult and complex political situation. The cooperation with the East was
no longer possible, while the cooperation with the West had not yet been
established. Moreover, after the collision with the USSR Yugoslavia lost
its ideological support and, in that sense, remained practically isolated.
The cooperation with the capitalist West was ideologically more than
compromising, and in that respect, a sort of compromise solution had to
be sought. The solution was found in the cooperation with the Western
parliamentary Socialist and Social Democrats Leftists; the first contact was
quickly established with their representatives. The most significant and
certainly the most influential party in the West was the Labour Party of Great
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Britain. The topic of this paper is the first official visit of the British Labourists
to Belgrade and the examination of the similarities and differences between
them and Yugoslav communists in a series of important socio-political issues
at that time.

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DIARY OF TOSKO VLAHOVIC AS A HISTORICAL
SOURCE

Abstract: There is a small number of historical sources regarding
the Toplica uprising. This sparsenesshas been greatly supplemented by the
original material preserved in the Central State Archives in Sofia. Among its
contents is the dairy of ToskoVlahovi¢, the Chetnik duke and the commander
of the Krajina Detachment in the Toplica uprising.

Avaluable writing of Tosko Vlahovi¢, the pre-war student of philosophy,
provides information on the most important events between 31 January 1917
and the death of the author on November 2" of the same year. He wrote his
diary in three “notebooks”, different both in size and the number of pages.
The notes are written in Cyrillic. Vlahovi¢ recorded daily events. One of the
leaders of the Serbian Guerilla wrote about the establishment and activities
of the Krajina Detachment, as well as the organization of the resistance
movement in the occupied Serbia. The notebooks contain information on
important events from the Toplica uprising and the resistance movement
activities preceding and following the uprising. Chronology is generally
reliable, and hence is a good source for dating important events. From the
records, one can see the severity and cruelty of the punitive expedition of the
Central Powers, mainly directed towards the civilian population in the area
covered by the uprising. A lot of pages are dedicated to numerous pursuits,
continuous movement and retreat, in addition to moments when the fight
could not be avoided. ToskoVlahovi¢ wrote about the Chetnik comrades,
courageous individuals who gave life in fighting, commissioners, local people
and towns. There are numerous data on everyday life in occupied Serbia.

The status of the members of the Council of the Principality of Serbia
in the period from 1838 to 1858 was governed by the provisions of the
Constitution of 1838 and the Statute of the Council of the Principality of
Serbia of 1839. Large differences in political life were produced by Art. 17
of the Constitution. According to one view, the dismissal of councilors
should obtain the consent of Porte, and by another, councilor’s office can be
terminated not only for violation of laws of the Principality of Serbia, but
also for the wrongs committed against the Porte. According to Art. 8 of the
Constitution, the Prince had the right to appoint councilors, but according
to the Statute, the Prince could appoint only councilor that the Council had
proposed. Under the Constitution, the right to appoint ministers belonged to
the Prince, but this right was limited by the Statute’s provision that ministers
can be chosen only among the councilors. When the Prince and the Council
were ready to cooperate and make an agreement, the disadvantages of the
constitutional system were not felt in practice. However, when there were
frictions and conflicts between the Prince and the Council, both sides often
used this misuses as a very powerful weapon.

Abstract: This paper examines the relationship of the Illyrians and
Albanians in the national historiography, with special emphasis on history
textbooks for primary schools. The introductory part of the paper includes
data from textbooks for primary and secondary school. The main part of the
paper gives an overview of the literature dealing with this issue, as well as the
explanations of terms from the Middle Ages, which are very important for this
topic. Local authors either reject the thesis that there is the relationship between
the Illyrians and Albanians or express doubt that it has to do with the influence
of politics and ideology on science. The first mention of the Albanians comes
from the 11th century, while the Illyrians are not mentioned since the end of the
old era. The conclusion is that there is a lot of disagreement on this issue in the
national historiography, especially in primary school textbooks, where there is
the connection between the Albanians and the Illyrians, which is rejected by part
of the expert literature. Therefore, the questions have not been clarified and what
does not represent the official views should not be in the textbooks, because it
confuses the young generations and causes the lack of interest in the past.

THE POLITICAL ACTIVITY OF NIKOLA PASIC
WITHIN SVETOZARMARKOVIC’S SOCIALIST
TEACHING

At the end of 1860s and the beginning of 1870s most of the Serbian
intellectuals were influenced by the socialist ideas of Svetozar Markovicé.
During his school time in Zurich, Nikola Pasi¢ became interested in many
teachings of Russian revolutionary writers, which mostly dealt with social
themes. More than 30 state cadets, including Nikola Pasi¢, studied abroad in
1868. The arrival of Svetozar Markovi¢ in Zurich, in April 1869, had a big
influence on the ideological shaping of Nikola Pasi¢. During his studies in
Zurich, Pasi¢ became a socialist, who took into consideration the conditions
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and possibilities in Serbia as the starting point when he put his theoretical
knowledge to practice, in which he completely followed Svetozar Markovicé.
When it comes to his knowledge of Marxism and the works of international
authors, it could be said that he was mostly familiar with the ideas which
were accepted and propagated by Markovi¢. By following the ideas of his
friend S. Markovi¢, Pasi¢ openly pleaded for other concepts of socialism, as
well as for all other solutions to the problems in his country and the Balkans.

Abstract: In this paper, we will present the attempt at transition to
economic planning in 1946. The idea of planning in the economy, which
Yugoslav communists sought to model on the experiences of the USSR,
produced a one-year production plan for 1946, by which industry and mining
were assigned the task of achieving economic results from 1939. A one-year
framework plan for industrial production was actually a “dress rehearsal”
before the beginning of the First Five-Year Plan, a kind of a test, whose
objective was to demonstrate the state’s ability to put new management
methods in economy into practice.

THE LANGUAGE DISPUTE IN YUGOSLAVIA IN 1967:
HISTORICAL FACTS, HISTORIOGRAPHICAL
INTERPRETATIONS AND MEMORIES OF
PARTICIPANTS

The national relations in Yugoslavia became more tense in March
1967 when the “Declaration on the Status and Name of the Croatian Literary
Language” was published, with the signatures of 18 scientific and cultural
institutions of Croatia. Its main demand was that the Serbo-Croatian language
should be divided into two languages, meaning that teachers, officials and
authorities should use the official language of the territory within which
they operate. This meant that the Serbs in Croatia could use only Croatian
officially. A group of Serbian writers responded to the Declaration by the
“Proposal for Reflection,” signed by more than 40 writers. In the coming
decades, the Proposal in Serbia was not considered an act of great importance
for national history. Historiography observed the language dispute without
any national zeal, and the signatories kept underlining that the Proposal was
only a reaction to the Declaration. Contrary to that, in Croatia, the Declaration
was seen as a struggle for the national survival, with a number of stereotypes
and non-scientific views.

NEWER FOREIGN HISTORIOGRAPHY
CONSIDERING MILAN STOJADINOVIC

Abstract: The work of Milan Stojadinovi¢, the Prime Minister and
the Minister of Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of Yugoslavia from 1935
to 1939, is of great importance to understand processes in the country,
region and in the whole Europe before the outbreak of the Second World
War. During the last decade, many scholarly papers were published where
Stojadinovi¢ was mentioned. The focus of this article was on Italian and
Bulgarian historiography, two countries with whom Stojadinovi¢ signed
important agreements that echoed through the whole continent. These studies
can be divided in two groups. The larger one is based on the old stereotypes
made by older historiography that Stojadinovi¢ was a willing accomplice
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of Fascist Italy and Nazi Germany, while there are also other authors who
made their conclusions based on archival research, both in the former
Yugoslavia and abroad, bearing in mind the complex situation in Europe
of that time. Although their findings do not crucially change the results of
newer Serbian historiography, they must be included in our future analysis
and reconsideration.

THE MEDIEVAL ZUPA ZETA AND ITS SETTLEMENTS

The territory of Montenegro abounds with sharp contrasts of relief.
The basic geographical feature of this area is the difference between the
interior and its districts (Ser. ‘Zupa’), on the one hand, and the Primorje with
its towns, on the other. During the Middle Ages, the existence of a territorial-
administrative unit with the name Zeta was recorded in historical sources.
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The paper will also discuss the name Zeta, which zZupa brought first and
then the larger territorial administrative unit land (Ser. zeml/ja). Based on the
defined concept of the zupa in the Serbian Middle Ages and from the available
historical sources, we will try to define and determine the boundaries of the
zupa Zeta. In medieval writings there is little data on the settlements in the
zupa Zeta. We have no other data other than the settled settlement Spuz and
some toponyms that sporadically appeared in documents by Crnojevi¢. This
is why we should rely on the appearance of Turkish defters from the end
of the 15th and the beginning of the 16th century, on the basis of which we
obtain a certain image of the settlements that could have been located in the
area of the medieval Zupa Zeta.

The paper also deals with the
ever-present problems of research and writing on Aleksinac’s history, namely
the non-existence or the poor condition and partial preservation of valuable
historical sources.

IVAN PURIC — SCIENTIST, WITNESS, PARTICIPANT

The current year, 2017, marks the end of the two decades since
Professor Ivan Puri¢ (1947-1997), an Associate Professor at the Faculty of
Philosophy in Belgrade passed away. He was the last student of the academic
Georgije Ostrogorski and his papers on Byzantinology left a significant mark
on both national and international studies of the Middle Ages. Besides this,
Ivan Duri¢ studied the theory of history and the role of historians in society.
He presented his views on history in his book History — Refuge or Guidepost.

Professor Ivan Puri¢ was active on the political scene during the 1990s.
Politically, he was closest to liberal values and he declared himself a liberal.
In December 1990, he was one of the candidates for the president of Serbia
in the first multi-party elections in the Republic of Serbia since the creation
of SFRY (1943).

The paper focuses on the field of research and the methodology of
the papers from the Byzantine corpus of Ivan Duri¢. Also, there will be a
discussion on the papers whose focus is on the last two decades of the 20™
century, about which Professor Ivan Puri¢ wrote from the perspective of a
historian, although he was a contemporary.

Abstract: The aim of the paper is to investigate whether the adoption
of the new Domestic Violence Law in May 2017 brought new media
reporting practices, that is, compliance with professional and legal standards
and frameworks when reporting on this problem. For the purpose of this
paper, the authors will do an analysis of the most-read print media on June
1, 2017, the day after the new Law entered into force. Moreover, the daily
press corpus including the Politika, Danas, Blic, Veéernje novosti, Kurir and
Informer, specifically the issues between June 12 and June 18, 2017 and
October 30 to November5, 2017 will help investigate whether sensationalism
when reporting on domestic violence is still prevalent and whether legal
frameworks are respected. We expect to see that this Law influenced the
reporting of these print media which are the most influential and most read
in Serbia nowadays.

Abstract The modern era is characterized by communication
processes that have, due to technological advances, become global. Since
communication itself, coming from subjects of research of different sciences
and scientific fields, has grown into a scientific discipline, the interest in non-
verbal communication, which is inextricably linked with the verbal one, is
progressively rising.

With the use of different body parts, we express certain meanings
that people around us interpret. In order to both successfully cooperate and
communicate with different nations, it is necessary to have a certain level of
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cultural competence, and this includes our knowledge about the symbolic
systems and values of a specific culture. Therefore, becoming familiar with
non-verbal communication has an invaluable role in interpreting the behavior
of people around the world.

In this paper, the author herself points out how important non-verbal
communication is for ordinary people as well as communication experts. A
special attention is focused on the interpretation of non-verbal signs, that is,
on particular problems that might appear in this regard, especially if one takes
into account the frequent ambiguity of non-verbal behavior. Examples which
resulted from practice indicate how important non-verbal communication
is for media workers, especially for journalists reporting from political
meetings, because they have to be excellent interpreters of non-verbal signs,
which politicians increasingly resort to in order to draw attention.

Javni diskurs, koji je u centru interesovanja
ovog rada, obuhvata komunikaciju na javnom mestu npr. konferencije,
sastanke, parlamentarne debate. U radu ¢emo, pored istorijskog osvrta
na razvoj politicke javne komunikacije, analizirati i pojam debate i njene
osnovne karakteristike.
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THEORETICAL REVIEW OF PUBLIC LANGUAGE
IN THE SERVICE OF POLITICS

Language is differs functionally, socially, territorially, nationally,
individually, in terms of varied disciplines, situationally, thematically, and
by gender, age and time. The boundaries between functional styles are
sometimes unclear because of the high level of their mixing. The language
of political speech, which we cannot classify just as oratorical, is closest
to the administrative style, although it includes elements of other styles,
even literary-art. Today’s language of politics requires, on the part of the
speaker, knowledge, at varied degrees, of different professional codes,
because it involves switching from one professional code to another, within
a debate. Public discourse, which is at the center of the interest in this paper,
includes communication in public places, such as: conferences, meetings and
parliamentary debates. In thispaper, apart from providing a historical review
of the development of political public communication, the author will show
whatpublic debate is through its basic characteristics.

DUAL EDUCATION IN JOURNALISM —
ADVANCEMENTS IN THE PROFESSION OR
EXPLOITATION OF YOUTH

SUMMARY: As a concept associated mainly with technical sciences,
dual education should also be developed in the socio-humanistic field.
A professional journalist should be a guardian of the public interest, and
journalism a support for development of a democratic society and transparent
policies. This requires a responsible, professionally trained journalist, guided
by ethical principles, with multidisciplinary knowledge from the University,
as well as the experience gained in media redactions and by reporting from
the scene. The unbreakable bond of education and journalistic practice should
be strengthened and improved, in accordance with the Law. It is necessary
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to demarcate dual education, professional practice and volunteer work in
order to eradicate the current abuse of students and graduated journalists
and communicologists for unpaid work in the media. Better, practice-based
education must be in the interest of all media workers and the public in Serbia.
To this end, we will point out some of the illogicalities of the proposed draft
law and examine the students’ attitudes about dual education.

INTERCULTURAL COMMUNICATIVE
COMPETENCE IN MODERN EDUCATION

Intercultural communicative competence (ICC) has been one of the
integral outcomes of all the levels of education. It might be expected that
it is included in all subjects, but this is not always the case. The exception
being foreign languages, together with history, geography, arts, all seen as
the most obvious areas in which ICC can be included, as the curricula for
those subjects show (Domovi¢ et al. 2013). In order for students to develop
their ICC, their teachers should also be trained to integrate those objectives
into their teaching. Finally, and not the least importantly, the present social
moment shows that ICC is of paramount importance for a wider social
context, bearing in mind the immigration crisis and ethnical differences, both
regionally and globally, and life-long learning competencies.
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In the light of the Law on the System of Education of the Republic of
Serbia, which sets both indirect and direct ICC-related objectives, the paper
looks into the issues that only few subjects have an ICC component, and the
possibility of MA students obtaining ICC training. Since the last analysis was
done in 2013, the paper problematizes the issues in the period since then.

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ISSUES AND CONCERNS OF CONTEMPORARY
REFLEXIVE CLASSES IN CONNECTING THEORY
AND PRACTICE THROUGH ACTION RESEARCH

Summary: The complexity of the teaching profession represents the
need for continuous training of teachers, as well as the acceptance of the
model teacher reflective practitioners. The authors ask the following research
question: do action research are based on the needs and possibilities of a
reflective teacher practitioners or institutions outside the school context, and
in what context are closest to the modern concept of reflective practice? In
doing so, set the following research tasks: 1) defining the basic principles
of action research which represent the postulate of continuous search for
improvement of modern reflective practice; 2) analysis of the problems
and dilemmas of modern reflective practice; 3) analysis of the role of
teachers reflective practitioners in connecting theory and practice through
action research. The authors state that the basic goal of creating a reflective
teaching practice through action research is reflected in the interpretation of
contemporary reflective teaching and its changes since the moment when
teachers take an active role in achieving the changes they become reflective
practitioners. In doing so, the researchers coming from other institutions
outside the school context, it should not impose proposals for improvement
of practice. Action research can be a sure path to a creative solution to the
problems and dilemmas of reflective teaching.

SCHOOLING YOUTH IN SOCIAL CONTEXT:
EDUCATION AS A CHANNEL OF SOCIAL MOBILITY

Summary: The results of sociological research indicate that the social
origin of an individual significantly influences his educational orientation,
education possibilities and quality of education, as well as the occupation
of a certain social position. Schooling and selection in education through
exceptional learning results creates opportunities, but not guarantees for the
upward social mobility of successful ones.

The focus of the study is to explore the impact of the educational status
ofthe family as a socially differentiating factor on the educational orientations
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of student youth (the choice of study programs of high schools of vocational
studies/faculties) in different social and cultural contexts. The work is based
on the results of empirical research conducted in 2009 (on a sample of 985
students of vocational colleges in Serbia) and in 2012 (on a sample of 2.208
students of the University of Ni§, University of Bitola and University of
Veliko Trnovo). The results of these surveys provide a comparative analysis
of the specificity of the social background of students (operative through the
educational background of fathers and mothers of students) and represent the
starting point for considering the problem of social determinations of study
choices and social mobility.

Abstract: Pointing to the key shortcomings of previous vocational
education in which students studied mainly theoretical subjects and unrelated
to their interest in courses, the author states that these pupils leaving school
were mostly unprepared for the practical performance of professional
services. In order to modernize and adapt vocational education to the needs
of the economy, the paper presents the model of vocational education. It
includes an extension of the primary school for one year. Emphasis is placed
on the need to introduce courses preparing students for the actual work in
the field, or cases in which the students learn how to apply their theoretical
knowledge in practice. After completing elementary school, students who
opt for vocational education would be referred to the two-year professional
training in specialized centers of vocational education. Similar to the German
dual system of secondary education, these centers would direct all students
to directly pursue professional activities. Theoretical learning would be kept
to a minimum and it would be exclusively associated with direct professional
orientation. The students would spend most of the time in workshops and
workplaces under the direct supervision of professionals who have studied
all the secrets of a particular profession. This would contribute to graduate
students gaining a profile in the form of a fully qualified professional in the
target profession.

CAMP IN THE NATURE

In the context of education and upbringing of students in rural
elementary schools and four-class separate departments,much has been said
in recent years about their profitability. The most controversy is about the
sustainability of the departments with less than 10 students, or even less
than 5. For many schools with a small number of students, the principle of
compensation “less students — more work” can be achieved through expanded
activity and implementation of an additional working school program, which
would be realized internally, based on the respectof individual characteristics
and affinities of students, the knowledge and skills of the teachers as well as
the need of the community for a specific job or craft. This way of organization
would make a rural school a useful and purposeful institution, capable of
generating incomes by itself. A school as a multifunctional educational
institution thus becomes a unique resource center for a particular rural area.

Children’s educational research camps are one of the possible ways
to improve educational work. They can be organized using the principle of
inclusive approach. The paper presents encouraging positive experience in
the work of such a camp in Strelac, which, along with the elementary school,
has boarding facilities for accommodation of students from remote areas.

There is no
vision, nor is there a set of competing visions of what an educated human
being is. Everything is technocratic—the development of expertise—and ev-
erything is ultimately justified in technocratic terms.

A commercial relationship is exactly the opposite of a pedagogical
one. You give your customers what they want, but you don’t have any inter-
est in their long-term welfare. The first purpose of a real education (a “liberal
arts” education) is to liberate us from doxa by teaching us to recognize it, to
question it, and to think our way around it and not to accept education as a
kind of goods being marketed.In other words, the individual must face the
fears. The crucial task is to create a self.

PROFESSIONAL DEBUT OF TEACHERS BETWEEN
MYTH AND REALITY

Abstract: A new beginning means a period of hope, emotion, joy
and challenges. The teaching profession makes no exception. New teachers
have an idealistic image of what means to be a teacher and what the realities
of the schools and educational context are. That’s why a big challenge
for the educational system is to keep the new teachers in the educational
system and to reduce the dropout in the first 5 years of teaching, as well
as to provide support services like mentoring, coaching and professional
learning communities. In this article we try to create an inventory of the main
difficulties that novice teachers might face in the first years of teaching, and
to present some alternative solutions in order to have more involved and
passionate teachers.

PERSONALITY TRAITS AND IMPULSIVE
SENSATION SEEKING AS PREDICTORS OF
EXPOSURE TO VIOLENCE AND TENDENCY
TOWARDS VIOLENCE

The basic problem of the research is concerned with the possibility
of prediction of the exposure to violence and the tendency towardsviolent
behavior in secondary school students by the measures of the personality
traits from the model Great Five Plus Two and the measures of impulsive
sensations seeking. The results of the research conducted on a sample of 200
fourth grade high school students showed that exposure to violence cannot
be predicted by the measures of personality traits, while higher extraversion
(p <0.05) and lower openness to new experience (p <0.05) are predictors
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of tendency towards violent behavior. Impulsive sensations seeking is not
a significant predictor of exposure to peer violence, but it is a significant
negative predictor (p <0.01) of tendency towards violent behavior. Young
men are significantly more likely than girls to be prone to violent behavior
(t=4.277, p <0.01), and a better student achievement is associated with a
less pronounced inclination towards violent behavior (r = -0.225, p <0.01).
Obtained results could be useful in the prevention of peer violence.

SUO(VEAVANJEVSA STRESOM I NEKE OSOBINE
LICNOSTI STUDENATA

Suocavanje sa stresom, kao koncept, ima svoje korene jos u ranim psi-
hoanaliti¢kim uc¢enjima o mehanizmima odbrane. A. Frojd (1966), na primer,
iste smatra preferiranim stilovima u resavanju stresnih situacija. Empirijska
istrazivanja suocavanja sa stresom kreéu 70-ih godina proslog veka, kada
R. Lazarus (1966) razvija kognitivno-transakcioni model stresa, i daju niz
vrednih rezultata, ukljucujuci i desetak mernih instrumenata.

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COPING WITH STRESS AND SOME OF THE
PERSONALITY TRAITS IN A UNIVERSITY STUDENT
SAMPLE

Coping with stress, as a concept, has his origins in early psychoanalytic
studies about defense mechanisms. A. Freud (1966), for example, considers
defense mechanisms to be preferred styles in solving stressful situations.
Empirical research of coping with stress began in the 1970’s, when R. Lazarus
(1966) developeda cognitive-transactional model of stress.Those studies
gave a series of valuable results including about ten measuring instruments.
One of these instruments isCoping Inventory for Stressful Situations (CISS),
byN.Endler andJ. Parker (1990). This Inventory operationalizes theoretical
hypothesis that defensive strategies of coping with stress have their origins
in personality structure. By using CISS, we attempted to establish a relation
between coping strategies and M. Zuckerman’s psychobiological five-factor
personality model (1991) operationalized through Zuckerman-Kuhlman
personality questionnaire (ZKPQ:2002).

The results obtained on the sample of 213 students of both sexes show
that there is a statistically significant and positive relation between Emotion-
Oriented Coping Strategy, on the one side, and, personality dimensions
Aggressiveness-Hostility and especially Neuroticism-Anxiety on the other
side. Also, there is a negative relation between Avoidant Coping Strategy and
Dimension Activity. These results are, mostly, in accordance with the results
obtained in studies measuring the relation between coping strategies and
personality traits, but using NEO-PI-R questionnaire based on lexical five-
factor model given by Costa and McCrae (1999).

THE AESTHETIC EXPERIENCE OF ARTISTIC
FEMALE PORTRAITS- EMPIRICAL RESEARCH

Problem: The purpose of this paper is to research the aesthetic
evaluation of female portraits as artistic work in three periods in the history
of art (renascence, baroque, cubism). The Aim of the research is to: 1)
exam is there a difference in the aesthetic evaluation of female portraits in
three named artistic movements, particularly in its excitement, regularity,
attractiveness and calmness (Markovic and Polovina, 2006); 2) exam its
trends in time perspective; and 3) exam is there the correlation between
measured dimensions with the effect of arousal potential and primordial
content (Martindale, 1990).

Method: The research includes 33 female students of Psychology.
Together with an expert of Art history of broader spectra we took three
portraits from early, middle and late faze of each period (renascence, baroque,
cubism). Stimuli are presented by chronological order without time limits. In
estimation of stimuli we used seven percentage scale of semantic differential:
regularity, weakening and attractiveness (Markovic and Polovina, 2006) same
as scale of Colin Martindale (1990) - arousal potential (AP) and primordial
content (PC).

Results: AP of female portraits rise linear in the function of time /R
2=0.52; F(1.7)=7,539; p<0.05/ and PC /R ? =0.73; F(1.7)=7,188; p<0.05/
and coincides with the hypothesis of Martindale’s evolutionary theory. Scales
clearly distinct three portraits of different periods. Regularity decreased
with time /R 2 =0.455; F(1.7)=5,837; p<0.05/ and the lowest scores are
given to cubistic portraits. Excitement raised according to time / R 2 =0.87;
F(1.7)=47,41; p<0.001/ and the highest is with cubistic portraits. Calmness
doesn’t show significant statistical trend.

Regularity (r=-0,641; p<0.01), attractiveness (r=-0,424; p<0.01), and
calmness (r=-0,383; p<0.01) are in negative correlations with primordial
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content. Excitement correlate positively with arousal potential (r=0,563;
p<0.01) and primordial content (r = 0,306; p <0.01).

Conclusion: Both instruments, scales, clearly determine artistic
periods and particular portraits. Empirical results are completely in balance
with the statements made by historians and artistic theorists. Beside certain
missing points it was shown that the aesthetic experience can be measured
empirically. The aim is to search constantly for new and better scales of
examining to fix the existing missing points.

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BASIC PSYCHOLOGICAL NEEDS AND EGO
FUNCTIONING AS PREDICTORS OF SELF-ESTEEM

Abstract: The main goal of this paper was to identify the predictive
power of the basic psychological needs (autonomy, competence and
connection with others) and the ways ego (integrated self, ego-invested self,
impersonal self) help to predict self-esteem. The survey was conducted on
the territory of Serbia and Kosovo and Metohija and included 344 students
of all years of study (188 girls; 54.7%, aged between 18 and 28, AS =
21.09; SD = 1.99). The instruments used were: Basic Psychological Needs
Scale, Ego Function Questionnaire, as well as The Rosenberg Self-Esteem
Scale. Hierarchical regression analysis was applied during data analysis,
with the first set of predictors being the basic psychological needs, while
the second step involved the types of ego functioning. The results showed
that both models were statistically significant and that in the first step, all
basic psychological needs were significant predictors of self-esteem, in the
expected direction. After adding the second set of predictors, the need for
connection lost its significance, while all three ways of ego functioning
were singled out as significant predictors of self-esteem, also in the expected
direction. The findings obtained confirmed the basic assumptions of the Self-
Determination Theory.

SELF-ESTEEM AND MORAL REASONING OF
ADOLESCENTS FROM DYSFUNCTIONAL FAMILIES

The focus of this research was the question to what extent dysfunctional
family relationships can affect the self-esteem and moral development
of adolescents. The research included adolescents who grew up in the
families where some members are treated for alcoholism and adolescents
from the families where alcoholism is not registered (control group). The
following instruments were used: Rosenberg’s Global Self-Esteem and
the Moral Reasoning Test (Mari¢, 1984)which measures the frequency of
five moral orientations: egocentric-hedonistic, intuitive-irrational, socially-
adapted, emotional, and cognitive orientation. The results have shown that
adolescents from dysfunctional families have a lower level of self-esteem,
but it is important to emphasize that global self-esteem is quite high in both
groups of respondents, which is an encouraging finding.It was also found
that the socially-adapted orientation in moral judgment was significantly
more frequentin adolescents from functional families than in adolescents
from dysfunctional families. The role of some socio-demographic variables
(gender, level of education, socioeconomic status) was also examined.
Findings are discussed from the perspective of practical implications.

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QUALITY OF MARRIAGE AND PARTNER
ANDROGYNY

Quality of marriage is determined by objectively examining the desired
characteristics of the marriage, like feelings, mutual love and respect, joint
decision making, equal distribution of responsibilities and commitments,
mutual life goals and agreement on important life questions. Current family
problems are primarily connected to the requests for more egalitarian
relationship which suggests that the father should be more involved in family
relations and for the mother to be more individualized ( Mihic and Petrovic,
2009)

In an attempt to research the factors that contribute to marriage quality
and balancing of the roles in the marriage the following traits were examined:
the dimension of personality, femininity, androgyny and masculinity which are
listed in contemporary literature as desirable for achieving a better marriage
quality. In numerous theoretical discussions and studies the accepted model
and research approach is the one developed by Sandra Bem, who introduced
the concept of androgyny since she considered masculinity and femininity
as not opposite genders on a conceptualized continuum (BEM 1974). The
goal of the research was to examine if androgyny is connected with marriage
quality. The sample consisted of 200 people, or 100 married couples aged
between 20 and 60, with different education and careers, employment and
financial status, different number of children in their family and different
points of view on fidelity, honesty and morality of their partner. The tests
used were Spanier’s scale of partner adjustment (Dyadic Adjustment scale
— DAS), which was used for measuring the couple compatibility, satisfaction
with marriage, cohesion of the couple and expression of affection, and
the questionnaire about general information and inventory of gender roles
(BSRI). The results revealed that surveyed individuals that have low scores
on femininity, androgyny and masculinity have scored lower on couple
cohesion, satisfaction with marriage, expression of affection and couple
compatibility, and vice versa.

TRANS-GENERATIONAL TRANSFER OF
CHARACTERISTICS OF FAMILY RELATIONSHIPS

An examination of the structure and functionality of one family
must include the examination of family culture that is transferred from one
generation to another. Trans-generational transfer of family functions closes
the gap between the modern and the traditional. The present itself carries

big changes and as such can threaten the functionality of the family. Since
this is the case, maintaining the family system and generational continuity is
paramount.

This research deals with the issue of connection between patterns of
family functioning in the family of origin and patterns of family functioning
of the present family. Also, we examined the differences of evaluation of
family relations regarding education, years of marriage and number of
children.

The sample included 124 subjects, i.e. 62 families. Subjects were
equalized by education, years of marriage, and a number of children. For the
evaluation of family relation FACES IV questionnaire was used.

The results show that there is a positive, statistically significant
correlation between dimensions of Enmeshment and Rigidity of the family
of origin and the present family. This correlation is significant at the level
of p<0.01. Positive correlation is found with the dimension of Family
Communication between the family of origin and the present family. In
this research there are no differences found in evaluating family relations
regarding education, years of marriage and number of children.

Rezime: Tema rada je razmatranje jacanja urbanih pokreta u Srbiji,
koji u proteklih nekoliko godina nastaju kao izraz suprotstavljanja gradana
drzavnoj, kao i lokalnim vlastima u njihovim teznjama da samostalno donose
odluke bez participacije gradana. Urbane pokrete konceptualno vezujemo za
ideju prava na grad koja se pokazuje kao vrlo plodan okvir za razumevanje
i analizu drustvenih nejednakosti, narocito u kontekstu savremenog
neoliberalizma. Takode, urbani pokreti se u ovom radu razmatraju i iz
perspektive civilnog drustva kao jedan od njegovih vaznih aktera. Polazi se
od opste prihavcene teze da civilno drustvo u Srbiji nije razvijeno u dovoljnoj
meri, ali da se ponovo javlja nada za njegovo budenje. Osim toga, pojava
urbanih pokreta ukazuje i na Cinjenicu da se polje politike koje se u Srbiji
dominantno odvija oko politickih partija kao tradicionalnih lokusa moc¢i,
pocelo pomerati na civilno drustvo, $to se istovremeno moze tumaciti i kao
izraz velikog nezadovoljstva gradana, ali i kao pomak ka demokratiji.

BOTTOM-UP RESISTANCE - URBAN MOVEMENTS
AND POLITICIZATION OF THE RIGHT TO THE CITY

Summary:The topic of the paper is the reinforcement of the urban
movements in Serbia, which in the last several years has appeared as an
expression of the confrontation between the citizens on the one hand and
the state and local governments’attemptsto make decisions without involving
the citizens on the other. We conceptually link urban movements to the idea
of the right to the city, which is a very fruitful framework for understanding
and analyzing social inequalities, especially in the context of contemporary
neoliberalism. Moreover, urban movements are examined from the
perspective of civil society as one of its main actors. The starting point is the
generally accepted hypothesis that civil society in Serbia is not sufficiently
developed, but that there is still hope for its awakening. Furthermore, the
emergenceof urban movements points to the fact that the field of politics,
which has dominantly been bound to political parties as the traditional loci of
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power, has begun to shift towards the civil society, which could be interpreted
as an expression of great dissatisfaction of the citizens, but also as a step
forward towards democracy.

Rezime: U radu se analizira stepen konzistencije vrednosnih
orijentacija drustvenih slojeva/klasa u Srbiji. Rezultati analize podataka
dobijenih evropskim istrazivanjem vrednosti (EVS — za Srbiju) uporeduju
se sa rezultatima koje su M. Lazi¢ i S. Cveji¢ dobili analizom razlicitih
(nacionalnih) baza podataka. Pritom se proveravaju dve nove pretpostavke.

Dok Lazi¢ i Cveji¢ utvrduju odredeni stepen vrednosne inkonzistencije
na dimenziji liberlane vrednosnti — autoritarno kolektivisticke vrednosti,
EVS baza podataka omogucava proveru pretpostavke da je stepen vrednosne
konzistencije veci na nekim drugim dimenzijama razlikovanja.

U radu se proverava i pretpostavka da je vrednosna konzistencija veca
unutar slojeva/klasa sa kojima se ispitanici sami identifikuju (samopercepcija
ispitanika u EVS), nego unutar slojeva/klasa u koje se rasporeduju na osnovu
teorijskih kriterijuma, kao kod Lazic¢a i Cvejica.

Summary: Paper presents the results of analysis of consistency of
value orientation of the social strata/classes in Serbia. Results obtained by
the European Value Survey (for Serbia) are compared to the results obtained
on national data by M. Lazic and S. Cvejic. The following two hypothesis
are tested.

Whereas Lazic and Cvejic find that value orientations within social
strata/classes are inconsistent to some extent on the liberal vs. authoritarian
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collectivist dimension, EVS data allow to test a hypothesis that the extent of
value consistency is higher on several other dimensions of variation.

The second hypothesis tested in the paper is that value consistency is
higher if respondents allocate themselves to social strata/classes (respondents
self-perception in the EVS), than if they are allocated to social strata/class
positions based on some theoretical criteria, as in Lazic’s and Cvejic’s work.

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SOCIAL EXCLUSION IN EDUCATION -
EXAMPLE OF STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES

In the last ten years, the problem of inclusion of students with
disabilities in the system of higher education in the Republic of Serbia is
gaining importance. Based on the ratified international documents, the
Republic of Serbia has passed and adopted documents such as National
Strategy for Improving the Status of Students with Disabilities, Strategy
for the Development of Education by 2020, Law on Higher Education,
recognizing the fundamentalrights of students with disabilities inhigher
education. It only shows that these changes in attitudes towards people with
disabilities are aresult of the political and cultural changes in society, as
well as the readiness of our country to promote human rights. However, this
commitment is still at the declarative level. There are two research questions
that the paper is oriented towards. The first question is whether legislation
is sufficient to enable students with disabilities to be involved in the higher
education system. The second research question focuses on the specific
binding measures and control mechanisms that should be implemented by
higher education institutions so that students with disabilities could really get
involved in the higher education system.

CLASS DIFFERENCES OF FAMILY PRACTICES

Differences between family practices are not random, northey depend
on ideas and affinities of an individual, but are homogenized structures on the
group level. In fact,classes are most obvious examples of stylistic uniformity,
precisely because structural conditions (the volume and composition of
capital) are most pronounced in this case.In other words, all the practices
and products of a given agent are, without any personal intention or plan,
objectively aligned with other members of the same class, because they are
structurally structured products of a structured structure according to the
specific logic of a particular social field (Bourdieu, 1984). As Bourdieu put
it: social identity is defined and asserted through difference [...] the most
fundamental oppositions in the structure (high/low, rich/poor etc.) tend to
establish themselves as the fundamental structuring principles of practices
and the perception of practices (Bourdieu, 1984: 172).Guided by these
assumptions, we will present some of the class differences of family practices
found by analysing thirty in-depth interviews conducted in Serbia.

FAMILY LIFE AND POVERTY REDUCTION
STRATEGIES
IN THE REPUBLIC OF SRPSKA

Summary: The long standing socio-political and economic crisis in Bosnia
and Herzegovina and the Republic of Srpska has had many consequences on
the way of organizing family life. Poverty, the four year-long war and refugees
have forced families to adapt to the newly emerged social circumstances.
This paper analyzes the socio-economic situation, related strategies applied
in an insecure social environment, within an average family unit based
on the research conducted in 2010, 2016 and 2017. The results show that
a large number of families is in an unfavorable socio-economic position,
directly affected and being at constant risk of poverty (especially families
of war veterans with disabilities, families of fallen soldiers, families of the
unemployed, multi-member families, single-parent families and single-child
families). This paper also analyzes different strategies applied in improving
positions of individual family position or to prevent further impoverishment.

THE PRESSURE OF SOCIAL INEQUALITIES ON THE

Young people today are highly exposed to social inequalities. In general,
the difficult economic situation in Serbia makes them especially vulnerable
when it comes to employment and the commencement of independent living or
the founding of a family. The dominant problems are long-term unemployment
and inadequate salaries, which are especially difficult for highly educated young
people who do not have a great chance to get their first job. Therefore, young
people are forced to form their own strategies to solve these existential issues.
A wider social community joins them. Given that these problems are solved
inappropriately, young people are forced to find alternative strategies. Recently,
among them, a special place is occupied by emigration from the country. This
phenomenon has lately become worrying. The aim of this paper is to point out
the significance of the connection between social inequalities and emigration
from the country — i.e. brain drain.

THE CITY AND URBAN CULTURE IN SERBIA IN
THE CONTEXT OF SOCIETY INEQUALITIESAND
DIFFERENCES

Summary:The paper deals with the analysis of social inequalities
and differences (identity diversity) in the city and their spatial, physical
and spiritual manifestations within urban culture, in conditions of the
increasing social fragmentation and cultural diversity of modern cities.
Bearing in mind the variability of social positions, in this paper,chances
and the power of various urban actors, social inequalities are viewed as
inequality of positions in relation to sociocultural (urban) resources, services
and serviceability. The conceptualization of this problem was achieved by
analysing urban development strategies in Serbia in achieving a compromise
between economic and political interests, on one hand, and social and
cultural responsibility, on the other. The paper considers the foundation of
a new discourse on overcoming sociocultural exclusion by emphasizing the
significance of the social (urban) actors themselves, even in the conditions of
the reduced state interferenceand still prevailing structural obstacles in Serbia
to which the actors are exposed.

CHALLENGES OF USING A GENERAL
METHODOLOGICAL APPROACH OF BIG DATA
ANALYTICS IN SOCIAL SCIENCES IN THE
COUNTRIES OF PERIPHERY OF SCIENTIFIC
PRODUCTION

Summary: The massive digitization of social reality data, facilitated
by rapid IT development, created preconditions forthe almost instant
collection, processing and analysis of huge amounts of data from various
sources. The amount of data that comes from the business sector and state
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institutions, through social networks to sensors in electronic devices, grows
exponentially and creates the potential for discovering much more regularity
in relations between social phenomena, but also brings new theoretical and
methodological challenges. Scientific production in this field comes primarily
from the centre, developed countries of the English-speaking region, which
possess the necessary scientific potential and resources to adapt to the
organization of science and develop new, multidisciplinary methodological
approaches. By using the case of sociological research, we analyse the
challenges of using big data methodological approach in countries with less
represented languages and unfavourable conditions for scientific production.

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KNOWLEDGE FROM THE CENTER, AMBIVALENT
OUTCOMES IN THE SEMI-PERIPHERY: EFFECTS OF
THE EU LGBT POLITICS IN SERBIA

The paper deals with the unintended or ambivalent consequences
of the policy intended to improve the status of non-heterosexual persons
in Serbia in the context of Europeanization, with these policies being
uncritically transplanted or imposed through the process of conditioning. The
theory of semi-periphery (Blagojevi¢ 2009; Blagojevi¢& Yair 2010; Hughson
2015) is used as an analytical tool in considering this issue.The processes
of Europeanization dictate uniform solutions while ignoring the real social
contexts and local capacities. The consequences of concrete measures for the
everyday lives of those whose situation is meant to be improved are ignored.
The implementation of policy measures brings distortion, insofar as: 1) the
state appropriates and uses these measures for the promotion of political
actors in power, 2) the execution of the alleged pro-LGBT policy measures
masks other forms of discrimination (pinkwashing). Auto-Balkanization, as a
form of orientalism — re-affirmation of the hegemonic center—semi-periphery
relation — is yet another corollary of these measures.

TRAGOVI KARIPSKO-ENGLESKOG
U ROMANU THE ORIGIN OF WAVES

Rad se bavi upotrebom termina iz karipsko-engleskog u romanu
Ostina Klarka The Origin of Waves. U odnosu na celokupan tekst, reci iz
ovog dijalekta nose specifi¢no znacenje.

Proucavajuc¢i karipski engleski, Braj Kacru dokazuje da postoji
tendencija i medu najobrazovanijim govornicima da koriste kreolizme kada
govorimo o morfologiji i sintaksi. On navodi pet kategorija nestandardnih
karakteristika  karipsko-enegleskog dijalekta; karakteristike govora
Klarkovih junaka spadaju u tri od tih pet kategorija: 1) izgovor i speling
(Amurcan, Eyetalian, Wessindian,hot-cuisine, Paree, Shan-deleezays, etc.);
2) morfolosko-sintaksi¢ke razlike (You been took, I must-have-pick-up,
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1 leff you, And as I telling you now, etc.); 3) leksi¢ke razlike (parlez-vous
food, inspect my left foot, she hot the water, etc.). Ove reéi su zapravo ostaci
karipskih identiteta glavnih junaka i njihovog karipskog nasleda i imaju
znacéajnu ulogu kod daljeg formiranja i odredivanja identiteta glavnih junaka.
Autor ove razlike klasifikuje u tri gorenavedene kategorije objasnjavajuci
njihovo znacéenje po identitet imigranata i njihove pozicije u dijaspori.

Termini iz karipsko-engleskog dijalekta odnose se na podredenu
marginalizovanu poziciju ovih junaka u romanu. Promene koje nastaju od
termina iz karipsko-engleskog dijalekta i vode ka terminima urbanog jezika
Toronta oznacavaju tendenciju promena u klasnoj pripadnosti, obrazovanju,
ruralnom ili urbanom nacinu zivota. U tekstu, znacenje postaje subverzivno
i rezultat je drustvenih dogadaja (socijalna semiotika), dok identiteti nastaju
kroz drustvene interakcije. Autor u radu proucava reci iz karipsko-engleskog,
njihov uticaj na promene identiteta glavnih junaka, njihove pozicije u
dijaspori kada junaci prelaze sa maternjeg kreolskog na jezik dijaspore.

TRACES OF CARIBBEAN ENGLISH IN THE ORIGIN
OF WAVES

The paper focuses on the use and function of Caribbean English terms
in Austin Clarke’s novel The Origin of Waves. The terms from Caribbean
English, used in the text, convey their own specific meanings to the overall
meaning of the novel. Studying Caribbean English, Braj Kachru proves the
tendency in even the most highly educated speakers to produce occasional
creolisms in morphology and syntax. He gives a list of five categories of
non-standard features of Caribbean English, and most of the ones that
Clarke’s characters use in the text fall into these categories, though, generally
speaking, they can be classified into pronunciation and spelling differences
(Amurcan, Eyetalian, Wessindian,hot-cuisine, Paree, Shan-deleezays, etc.),
morpho-syntactic differences (You been took, I must-have-pick-up, I leff
you, And as I telling you now, etc.) and lexical differences (parlez-vous
food, inspect my left foot, she hot the water, etc.). These terms appear to be
traces of memory of their Caribbean identities and their Caribbean cultural
heritage like two key metaphors (the conch-shell and the inner tube), playing
an important role in determining their identities. The author classifies the
differences into the three categories explaining their special meaning for the
characters’ immigrant identities and their position in the diaspora. The images
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of Caribbean English spoken in the text reflect the underclass, the Other and
they are the images the writer uses to demonstrate the characters’ position
in the diaspora. The translation of Caribbean English to the metropolitan
speech of Toronto reflects the changes of social class, education, rural and
urban identities. The shifts from written Internationally received English to
Barbadian English Creole suggest the switch in identity and the differences
between the characters’ interior emotional reality and the outer reality of
events as well as the difference between their subordinated immigrant position
in relation to the dominant system. In the text, meaning becomes subversive
and results from social practice (social semiotic approach), while identities
are constructed during social interactions. Therefore, the paper will explore
the transcription of Caribbean English in the text, the impact it has on identity
change, the characters’ position in the diaspora and the function of memory
for transferring the mother tongue into the diasporic language system.

LEG IN GREEK, SERBIAN AND RUSSIAN
PHRASEOLOGISMS

The paper deals with the analysis concerning the use of Bulgarian and Serbian
terms describing medical phenomena.The material is excerpted from monolingual
and bilingual, general and phraseological dictionaries. The aim of this research is to
identify the main morphosemantic and lexical features commonly found in selected
forms, as well as to point out the significant similarities and the genuine differences
in the given languages. The descriptive and the contrastive analysis were applied
during the research. By comparing the most characteristic examples, a certain
tendency towards the partial and the zero equivalence has been observed, while the
basic identity of the idiomatic phrases in Greek, Serbian and Russian reflects the
limited frequency of total equivalence. The primary conclusion is that the found
data can be of practical significance to researchers who can use them for linguistic
works, ethnographic or sociological presentations, as well for translators, since the
accomplished clarification contributes to their smooth translation.

LINGUO-STYLISTIC CHARACTERISTICS OF THE

OF ST JUSTIN OF CELIJE

Syntaxstilematic structures are observed through the aspect of
language structure and functional value in St Justin Popovi¢’s theological
writings, particularly in his work Dostoevsky on Europe and Slavism. The
goal of the analysis is to show that St Justin Popovié’s scientific style abounds
in syntaxstilemi and syntactic figures which to a great extent contribute to the
expressiveness of discourse and which is considered quite unusual for the
scientific functional style. At the same time, we want to point to the fact that
theological scientific style is usually marked with subtle emphasis, at least
when good writers are concerned.

CONJUNCT AGREEMENT IN GENDER IN SERBIAN
LANGUAGE

Conjunct agreement in gender was examinated in Serbian language
using the corpus method (Corbett 1983, Bojovi¢ 2003) and experimental
method (Wiler Gold et al. 2016). Corbett (1983) earlier noticed that gender
resolution rules are in the phase of change in Serbian language, so with
research on the corpus of modern Serbian language we could give answers
to questions about functioning of the gender and its role in the creation of
agreement patterns. In this paper, we use experimental method to examine the
conjunct agreement in gender with modified conjoined neutral and feminine
plural nouns in preverbal order. The results of our elicited production
experiment show that the native speakers mostly produce linear agreement,
which is contrary to the data of Wiler Gold et al. (2016) for unmodified
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coordinated subjects when the resolved agreement is the best option. Our
goal is to define mechanism of linear agreement in relation to the resolved
agreement based on the insight into the empirical data.

ON CLITIC DOUBLING IN URBAN VRANJE DIALECT

The paper presents the results of an empirical verification of the
opposing claims found in literature on the semantic and pragmatic conditions
for appropriate use of the doubled clitic / object in Serbian Prizren-Timok
dialect, more precisely, in urban Vranje dialect, a variety lacking the category
of post-positioned definite article. According to some authors (MiSeska
Tomi¢ [2008], Stankovi¢ [2013]), the doubled clitic is marking definiteness
or specificity of the denoted nominal phrase, while some researchers (Runi¢
[2013], Boskovié¢ [2015]) claim that its use does not trigger any definiteness or
specificity effect. The results of a survey conducted among 40 native speakers
using the method of magnitude estimation of acceptability in a given context
on a 1 to 5 scale (with 6 examples for definite and indefinite specific contexts
respectively, with and without the doubled clitic, as well as an equal number
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of fillers) unequivocally demonstrate that the (non-obligatory) doubled clitic
in urban Vranje dialect is used for marking definitene
